Advance Decision

Adults with the ability  / mental capacity to do so and who are aged 18 years of age or older have the legal right to refuse specific treatments in advance providing they are capable of understanding the implications of their decision.  An advance decision will only apply at a time when the person lacks the mental capacity to consent to specific treatment.  It is advised that in completing an advance decision that this is discussed with and witnessed by their GP or another doctor.  Due to case law (Oct 2012) via the Court of Protection it is essential this is witnessed otherwise it may not be valid. 
NB an Advance Decision refusing lifesaving treatment must explicitly state what treatment is being refused even it at risk.
