Any patient with a medical problem and 
ALL of the below:
· NEWS <4
· Clinically judged as stable & fit to sit in a chair
· Not acutely confused
· Able to mobilise independently
· Not requiring new oxygen 
· Not requiring a cardiac monitor
· No social issue

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Respiratory Diseases:
· Pulmonary Embolism
· Primary pneumothorax ≤2cm
· Pleural Effusions
· Community acquired pneumonia CURB≤2

· Hyperglycemia without ketosis
· Hypoglycemia with full recovery
· Type 1 Diabetes without ketosis
· Electrolyte imbalances
· Thyroid disease


Cardiology:
· Low probability chest pain- see support document
· AF –haemodynamically stable, rate<130
· Syncope- see ED TLOC pathway and SDEC support document for details
· Hypertension

· Non-acute abdominal pain
